Minutes

The Commission reviewed the Minutes of October 26, 2009.  Commissioner Scott made the motion to approve the minutes.  Commissioner Blum seconded.  Motion passed.  
Financial Report
The Commission reviewed the October 31, 2009 “Revenue & Expense Report (un-audited).  As of October 31, 2009 the Commission has expended funds in the amount of $24,419.17 from the FY 2009-10 General Fund.  There was a balance of $52,073.83. Commissioner Lowy made a motion to accept the Financial Report.  Commissioner Scott seconded.  Motion passed.  
Director’s Report
Commissioner Koval made a motion to forgo the reading of the Director’s Report and to accept the following report as presented on the Agenda.  Commissioner Blum seconded.  Motion passed.
