Call to Order
Chairperson Hood called the meeting to order at 4:47 P.M.
Approval of Agenda
Each Commissioner reviewed the agenda of June 1, 2010.  Director Garrett recommended an amendment to her report.  Commissioner Hutchison made the motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Commissioner Lowy seconded.  Motion passed.

The Commission reviewed the Minutes of April 26, 2010.  
Financial Report
The Commission reviewed the April 30, 2010 “Revenue & Expense Report (un-audited).  As of April 30, 2010 the Commission has expended funds in the amount of $58,714.07 from the FY 2009-10 General Fund.  There was a balance of $17,778.93. 
The Commission reviewed the May 31, 2010 “Revenue & Expense Report (un-audited).  As of May 31, 2010 the Commission has expended funds in the amount of $67,502.97 from the FY 2009-10 General Fund.  There was a balance of $8,990.03.  Commissioner Blum made a motion to accept both the Minutes and the Financial Report.  Commissioner Koval seconded.  Motion passed.  

Commissioner Koval made a motion that the reading of the Director’s Report be forgone except for items that the Director feels needs some elaboration.  Commissioner Bell seconded.  Motion passed.
Director’s Report
A. Preliminary inquiries from April 1 to April 30, 2010.  There were 391 inquiries:  85 phone calls, 12 letters, 6 walk ins, 272 e-mails, 14 out of office, and 2 fax.  These inquiries included 74 Employment, 55 Housing, 85 Public Accommodation, 177 Other.  There was one (1) new case filed in April.  
B. Preliminary inquiries from May 1 to May 31, 2010.  There were 364 inquiries:  54 phone calls, 15 letters, 14 walk ins, 174 e-mails, 6 out of office, and 1 fax.  These inquiries included 124 Employment, 59 Housing, 35 Public Accommodation, 146 Other.  There were no new cases filed in May.
