Approval of Agenda

Minutes

The Commission reviewed the Minutes of August 31, 2009.  Those present noted no corrections needed.  
Financial Report
The Commission reviewed the august 31, 2009 “Revenue & Expense Report (un-audited).  As of August 31, 2009 the Commission has expended funds in the amount of $13,523.10 from the FY 2009-10 General Fund.  There was a balance of $63,236.90.  
Director’s Report
A. Report on preliminary inquiries from August 1, 2009 to August 31, 2009.  There were 241 inquiries:  78 phone calls, 14 letters, 2 walk ins, 142 e-mails, 4 out of office, and 1 fax.  These inquiries included 89 Employment, 51 Housing, 25 Public Accommodation, 76 Other.  There were no new cases filed in August.  No questions were asked.
B. Commissioners received copies of the Quarterly Report for July, August, and September 2009.  No questions were asked.
C. Report on the Ohio County Substance Abuse Prevention Coalition correspondence. No questions were asked.
D. Report on the Hate Crimes Task Force correspondence and notice of meeting on November 12, 2009 at 2:00 p.m.  Director Garrett will not be in attendance and requested a Commissioner attend.  No questions were asked.
E. Report on National Association of Human Rights Workers correspondence and Yearly Report.  Chairperson Hood questioned the number of West Virginia City Commissions. No other questions were asked.  

F. Report on Society for Human Resource Management correspondence.  No questions were asked.
G. Report on NOD/CAC correspondence.  Director Garrett reminded the Commission that October is Disability Awareness Month and that a Proclamation from the City of Wheeling and Ohio County Commission has been requested.  The HRC in conjunction with NOD/CAC will also have a tri-fold on display in the lobby of the City County Building.

C. Director Garrett reminded Commissioners of the Second Annual Orchestrating Your Life Conference for Women to be held on October 1, 2009 in Wheeling.

A. Director Garrett reported on the “Ride in 55: West Virginia Transportation Caucuses” on Oct. 21, 2009 at WesBanco Arena.

B. Director Garrett passed out copies of “The Core Statutes” and “Recent Supreme Court Decisions” that was received at the EEOC Conference.
C. Commissioner Blum reported on the September 24, 2009 meeting with Mayor McKenzie, City Manager Herron, and Finance Director Klug.  City Manager Herron clarified how the HRC is to operate.  Commissioner Blum memorialized this meeting in a letter to Mayor McKenzie.
