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Two Arrests Made in South Wheeling Armed Robbery 

 
Around 8:50 p.m., Tuesday evening, the Wheeling Police Department was dispatched to 
Domino’s Pizza on Jacob Street in South Wheeling after an employee called 911 saying they 
were robbed. 
 
According to the victim, suspects entered the business and approached the employee with a 
visible weapon. They demanded the employee open the register, taking money. The suspects 
then fled the business, but were later detained in the area by Wheeling PD and the Ohio County 
Sheriff’s Office. 
 
Arrested was Devin Sue Howell, 28 of Wheeling. Howell is charged with first-degree robbery 
and was taken to the Northern Regional Jail by Wheeling PD.  
 
William Edward Ruckman, 47 of Wheeling also was arrested today and is charged with one 
count of first-degree robbery. 
 
The investigation continues as to the identity of the other individuals involved. 
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
